2023 available scholarships: 
 

$500 Scholarship – To support expenses for the Washington Leadership Training Institute (held in 
Washington D.C. in September each year.) This amount covers registration for the 2023 WLTI training. 
Transportation to and from D.C., lodging at the conference hotel, and any meals not included with 
registration are the responsibility of the student/school.  
 

Directions: The officer’s advisor must apply.  Acceptance is based on the student’s résumé, school 
description, community, church, family involvement, and a 200-word essay. Submitted attachments must 
be typed, error-free, and complete. 
 

Include the following in the pdf submission: 
● Student’s résumé. 
● Bulleted compilation of students’ leadership development experiences (including school, 

community, church, family, etc.) 
● A student-written narrative (200 words or less) stating why he or she should be considered for 

this scholarship. The narrative should focus on how the student plans to implement the 
knowledge and skills gained from attending Activate or Leverage to strengthen and serve more 
members in their school, community, and state association.
